The College of Nursing offers a study abroad program in Dingle, Ireland in conjunction with Sacred 
Heart University during the Fall semester of sophomore year.  Students will work closely with their 
academic advisors to craft their plan of study to ensure transfer of credits and an on-time graduation 
with their classmates.  

Nursing students may participate in international opportunities offered by the College of Nursing as 
elective experiences. A nursing major may also participate in any of the summer or semester study 
abroad programs approved by the University and administered by the Office of Education Abroad. 
However, since these are not nursing programs, students who participate need to change their course of 
study and may graduate later than their graduation class.
